Pickering Steam Engine

The Old Lodge was originally built in 1604 as the Gatehouse to the
Castle of Malton. It is a listed building, that narrowly escaped demolition
due to a family feud! Its grounds are a National Monument, due to the
ancient treasures that may lie beneath, just waiting to be discovered.

FROM THE SOUTH

From the ATM junction 45 take the A64 East, by-

passing York, continue to the Malton exit. Follow

this road to a set of traffic lights, straight over and
we are approximately 200 yards up the hill on the
right hand side.
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FROM THE NORTH

From the A1 take the A61 to Thirsk, A170 to
Helmsley then right onto the B1257 into Malton.
Once in Malton turn left at the second set of traffic
lights and we are approximately 200 yards up the

hill on the right.

TRAVELLING BY RAIL OR BUS ON FOOT
The 2 stations are next to each other, 5 minutes easy walking from the hotel. Cross over the Derwent
river up to the 'T Junction'. Turn right and cross the traffic lights, heading up the hill. The hotel can be
found 200 yards on the right hand side.

SAT NAV

Old Maltongate, YO17 7EG, but your sat nav will probably take you to the Church that's next to us, just
over our back garden wall. Once you're at the Church, go down to the main road (Old Maltongate) and
turn right, then right at the lights and we're about 100 yards on the right.

We're hard to spot! Look for a beautiful, high, golden coloured stone wall, with a
small gateway. The wall is ancient and protected by a preservation order!
